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STUDENT EVALUATION
AND ITS RESULTS

In the end of each semester AUCA
students have an opportunity to evalu-
ate their instructors through the anony-
mous electronic survey “Instructors in
the Students’ Eyes.” Thus, the conduc-
tors of this survey hope to increase the
professionalism level of AUCA’s facul-
ty. Everybody is interested in knowing:
what are the results of the survey and
do the instructors evaluated as “unpro-
fessional” get “punished”? In spite of
the fact that some instructors have re-
ceived a very low evaluation, they con-
tinue to work at AUCA and teach the
same classes given a low grade by the
students.

We referred to the associate vice-
president of academic affairs Sergey
Nikolaevich Sklyar, who controls the
questionnaire process. As we have
found out, the results of the survey are
directed to the heads of departments
and they, in turn, work further with those
instructors who were given a negative
evaluation. To fire the instructor just
because the students disliked him or
her would be unreasonable — such
teachers receive a chance to improve
their work.

“‘Don’'t you agree that it would be
unfair to dismiss the student only for
the reason that he got the lowest grade
in one of his or her classes? The stu-
dents are always given an opportunity
to take that class again and improve
their grades. The same happens with
the instructors — we conduct this sur-
vey not because we want to punish or
fire somebody, but because we want to
help under-qualified instructors to in-
crease the level of teaching and work
out professional skills in it,” — says Ser-
gey Nikolaevich.

According to him, this approach is
really effective in finding weaknesses

of the teachers and assisting them in
transforming these weak spots into
strengths. However, if it happens so
that the same teacher is evaluated
negatively several times in a row, they
will simply not be offered to prolong
their contract with the university, and,
when their current contract expires,
they will leave AUCA.

About 52% of all AUCA students
have taken part in the evaluation con-
ducted last semester. The number of
respondents in the previous semester
was 49%. According to Sergey Niko-
laevich, we can observe steady growth
in the number of respondents, which is
definitely a good sign because it means
that the students have started paying
more attention to the fact that they di-
rectly influence the quality of education
at AUCA and are responsible for it to a
certain extent. The most active depart-
ment of the questionnaire was Sociol-
ogy — more than 80% of its students
answered all questions; the least ac-
tive department was MBA — only about
15% of its students participated in the
survey.

This questionnaire allows to “look”
at the course teaching quality through
each student’s eyes, helping the Uni-
versity develop. However, only half (or
even less) of the students take part in
the teacher evaluation, and only when
the majority expresses its opinion can
the survey results will be objective and
effective.

We call on all students to take a more
active part in this evaluation because
the power to make our alma mater the
best place to receive a good education
both in Kyrgyzstan and in Central Asia
is in your hands.

She’d done it many
times in the past. Although breaking her promises
was her wont, this time | was worried, least she
attemped a mischief of some sort against herself.
| knew she’d that courage. She was bounteuous in
doing mischievs to herself. | knew about her past. |
had spent half of my life collecting the tinest details
of her past. As the twilight broke over me, | geared
up for searching her. | knew she wasn’t at home, so
I'd to climb down the valley, if she wasn'’t there, climb
up the hill, and if not there, | would walk on and on
until finding her, or until | would also disapapear. |
wanted to find and take her (by force if necessary,
for, as you gentle fellows know, mad love and mad
anger are twins) to the shade of that solitary tree.

It was a coal-dark and rainy night of autumn. |
didn't take a notice of the cold and the rain, for |
knew it would distract me, my thoughts. Important
thoughts. | wanted to trap the fugitive bird. At one
point | thought that perhaps | might be looking for
nothing, | might be fooling myself. Nay, | was a
sound man. How could | be wrong? This adventure
was the true test of my life. This adventure would
tell me if | was myself, if | wanted to be myself, if

to go to the end with my love, not to welcome one
sweatheart today and another one the next day (this
was one reason that | locked up myself in my room).
This adventure was a perfect chance for me to find
the truth, to know my true self.

And so | began climbing down the valley, heading
toward the solitary tree and assuring myself that this
time | would catch her.

| reached the solitary tree. My old friend, a faithful
friend; I knew it from childhood. It was short and thick
and ever-green. It knew all my secrets, each branch,
twig, and leaf of it would tell you a part of my secrets.
Any time under its shade, | didn’t feel alone. And
now again distressed, | wanted to cuddle it and tell it
that I'd a thorny journy ahead, but chatters of teeth
transfixed me. There she was, crouched against the
tree-trunk and shaking from cold.

THE HISTORY
OF VALENTINE'S DAY

: Every
February,
candy, flow-
ers, and
gifts are
exchanged
between
loved ones,
all in the
7, name of St.
! Valentine.
But who is
this myste-
rious saint
and why do we celebrate this holiday? The history of
Valentine’s Day — and its patron saint — is shrouded in
mystery. But we do know that February has long been
a month of romance. St. Valentine’s Day, as we know it
today, contains vestiges of both Christian and ancient
Roman tradition. So, who was Saint Valentine and how
did he become associated with this ancient rite? Today,
the Catholic Church recognizes at least three different
saints named Valentine or Valentinus, all of whom were
martyred.

One legend contends that Valentine was a priest
who served during the third century in Rome. When

Emperor Claudius Il decided that single men made bet-
ter soldiers than those with wives and families, he out-
lawed marriage for young men — his crop of potential
soldiers. Valentine, realizing the injustice of the decree,
defied Claudius and continued to perform marriages for
young lovers in secret. When Valentine’s actions were
discovered, Claudius ordered that he be put to death.

Other stories suggest that Valentine may have been
killed for attempting to help Christians escape harsh
Roman prisons where they were often beaten and tor-
tured.

According to one legend, Valentine actually sent the
first ‘valentine’ greeting himself. While in prison, it is be-
lieved that Valentine fell in love with a young girl — who
may have been his jailor's daughter — who visited him
during his confinement. Before his death, it is alleged
that he wrote her a letter, which he signed ‘From your
Valentine,” an expression that is still in use today. Al-
though the truth behind the Valentine legends is murky,
the stories certainly emphasize his appeal as a sympa-
thetic, heroic, and, most importantly, romantic figure.
It's no surprise that by the Middle Ages, Valentine was
one of the most popular saints in England and France.
