Parties VS Academic
Achievement: Breaking
Stereotypes

Having parties, permanent clubs and bars visiting
negatively influences academic achievement — is a
generally accepted stereotype. But is it so? Probably
parties are necessary?

One opinion exist that clubbing has a negative
echo on education.

What actually influence
it is my desires, sometimes | want not to study at
all,» — beautiful female student said.

There are several positive points for students
having parties: good possibilities for freshman and
so called catharsis.

First of all going to bars and clubs is a good
opportunity to freshmen to get new acquaintances
and to adjust their relationships with certain
people. “Parties are a good opportunity for me to
get acquainted with our juniors. | am a freshman,
and 1 visit clubs every week and | am sure it will not
influence on my GPA at all,” a freshman student

claimed.

Secondly it is a good way to get catharsis, in other words relaxation. Hours, days, weeks
spending on different tasks, articles and books make students in some ways tired, and it is
necessary to have a rest. Go to a bar or club, have something to drink and dance is a good way
for students to repose from educational “problems”. ”I think student should have variety in their
university life, to make gray days more, | don’t know, pink or colorful, and to go to clubs and
meet there new people or old familiar ones is the best way to relax,” said a psychology junior
student.

When | start to think about it | see many positive moments in clubbing, and it is not necessary
that parties somehow influence academic achievement, there are many other factors that can hurt
GPA. “You know, | do not see any correlation between bad academic achievement and parties.
What is really important — is student’s motivation, this has great impact on GPA; students can
visit clubs and bars even one time per week, but his intrinsic motivation will work on him/her
and his/her achievements, ” — Elena Kosterina, chair of psychology department said.

Now we see the positive sides, but we always should remember — All good must be in
moderation.

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What Do Students Want in AUCA Labs?
The Survey about the Labs in AUCA

By the end of semesters it becomes clear how difficult
it is to study at AUCA. We understand it when we
remember those marvelous words — “midterm exams”,
“finals”, and the most magnificent one — “deadline”.
For many students it is not enough to do their
homework at home; we have to study additionally
at the university. If we have something to read or
to learn we can go to the Silent hall. But what if we
have to write an essay, or some other paper? What if
we need a computer for doing homework? Then our
students have an opportunity to use our Labs which
actually make our University the most equipped one in
Central Asia. However, during the survey of New Star
in collaboration with the IT department, it was found
out that students are not so happy with the conditions
that we have in the Labs. They state several problems
which do not let them use the Labs as a place to do their
academic work and in particular, homework.

The first problem is that students affirm the need to have
an additional printer in the Labs. Most of the students use
computers in the Labs to print their documents. But they often
have problems with printing and sometimes cannot do it at
all. A senior student of IBL department, Seinet Dikanbaeva,
complains, “In our labs we have only one printer, so it is not
enough for all students. In addition to this it does not work very
often.” A student of ECO department Meerim Atakisheva shares
the same opinion, by advising the location of the printer in the
labs “About the location of this printer, | think it must be at the
beginning of the corridor on the second floor; so that the second
one will stay at the end of the corridor. For everyone it will be

comfortable.”

Another student, JIMC — 110 Astra Kozshosheva says: “It would
be really great if we had an additional printer. Also, as | am a
student of journalism department it will be really great if we had
headphones or columns, which will be individually connected to
each computer. ”

The second problem many students complain about is the
functionality of the computers. The student of JMC -109
department Torogul uulu Rakhimbek claims, “The speed of the
Internet is very slow. Even if you write an essay in Microsoft
Word Document, the computer does not work so well. It is
obvious that most of the computers need reconstruction or to
be renewed.” Student of European Studies Department Dovran
Kendzhakhunov says, “When | want to print something in our
labs, in order to log in | have to wait for a long time. It is not
really comfortable for students. And the speed of the internet is
very slow.” Nurayim Baizakova, ICP-110, says that it is obvious
that the technical devices in the Labs are getting old. They need
to be renewed.

Another problem (which is not related to technology) is that in
our Labs it is really too hot. Malika Babaeva says, “There are a
lot of people every day in the Labs. When they are all sitting, it is
getting too hot. So it will be really great if in the Labs there was
a conditioner.” One more student Anatai Bergaliev has the same
opinion, “In winter it is really cold outside. We know that in
the Labs there are too many people, and it is always getting hot
there. So we cannot open the windows there, because students
can catch the cold. So in order to solve this problem there should
be a conditioner.”

Besides this, there are many complaints concerning the food
in Labs of AUCA. The student of IBL-109 department Nurbek

Nurbekov says : “For me it is not comfortable that we have to
cross the street and go to another building in order to drink
coffee or tea. It will be better if we have a coffee machine on the
first floor of the library building. ” The same opinion is shared by
Malika Babaeva, student of Anthropology department. But some
students, like Nazgulya Shaiakhmetova, BA-110, do not agree
with this, “It is not right to have a coffee machine or any drinks
in the library,” she says, “especially in the labs, because there
are many computers and electronic devices. It is not safe to eat
or drink in the Labs. In my opinion, people come to the Labs in
order to use computers for work but not to eat or drink there. For
this we have two cafeterias.”

One more very significant problem is about the purpose of using
computers in the Labs. Many people complain that our students
just use the computers for social networks. It was decided to ask
our students if AUCA needs to lock the social networks. Lynn
Choi, JMC-110 says: “This is not a problem. Everything depends
on the person. It is our responsibility to study, and we should
control if we have time to visit social web sites. Personally |
am against locking social networks. ” Another student shares
the same opinion, “It is not necessary to lock social web sites,
students must understand that they can’t use computer just
because of Facebook or Odnoklassniki. It is our responsibility
to know this. ”

So as we can see there are a lot of problems concerning labs
in our university. Our students hope that they are going to be
solved, and that they will have an opportunity to work with
comfortable conditions.
