I love Kyrgyzstan and not because my wife is Kyrgyz. We were living in Taiwan and
I was in university there.

My friend told Baian my
story about my first visiting Kyrgyzstan. And Baian wrote me “Clyde, would you like
to come to Kyrgyzstan to make movie based on my story.”

o  Oh, certainly because they could not find a job in US! But in the way they
are lucky. Because in US competition is too high. I cannot be too critical for foreign
teachers. The problems that I have had since I left Canada to teach abroad that lo-
cal teachers and I got together very well but foreign teachers did not. Because most
foreign teachers are like tourists. They are actually good for university but they are
here for not a long time and that is a bad side. To me it is almost impossible to create
something that is not solid. My intentions here are not that. It helps that I have a fam-
ily, the reason to stay in Kyrgyzstan. At this point of my career I do not see any reason
to go back to Canada and I am not unhappy about that.

o My first cultural shock is how my PhD was ignored. Then I realized that Sovi-
et does not mean Russian because there are so many Asian people in Kyrgyzstan who
are speaking Russian. Nine years ago people were really disparate and collapsed.
The most surprising thing is poverty, how people are poor. There was no self-pity.
In nine years only everything had dramatically changed in Bishkek. I see how city is
coming back to life.

o  Kyrgyzstan is the most corrupted state in the world according to some scale
that you can read online. I was robbed by the police once. They just asked me my
passport that I forgot at home. So then I open my wallet, it was full of money because
I was going back from the bank. And I understood that I would have to pay. I was
involved in corruption only as a foreigner.

Many AUCA Journalism students prefer to work in
PR communications during and/or after graduation,
due to high salary; nonetheless, some journalists do not

work according to their specialization but according to
their interest.

“Because of a low salary and no perspectives
of growth, PR brings more income and gives
opportunities to establish and maintain contacts,” says
editor of regional human rights portal Abdumomun
Mamaraimov.

A research was conducted to identify where and
how AUCA students can find themselves in the world of
mass media, most importantly to what level university
qualification help students achieve their goals. As a
result of a conducted survey among AUCA Journalism
students, 26 % of overall students prefer to work in PR
communications.

“Journalism students immediately expect a high
salary for their work after graduation,” says Marina
Sivasheva, Journalism instructor in the Institute of
Parliamentarism and Entrepreneurship in Minsk
(Belorussia).

This high expectation of undergraduate/graduate
students raises because of high quality education
that American University of Central Asia provides for
students, it helps them to possess theoretical skills as
well as practical lessons from the courses that covers
the local and international system of teaching.

After graduation, AUCA qualification does not limit

students to work in mass media sphere in specific.
According to survey, Journalism students predict that
they can find work in any sphere they prefer which can
include mass media specialization and/or any other
sphere of interest.

There is a barrier for students to work in local media.
According to independent journalist Almaz Ismanov,
“AUCA students do not work in local media because of a
low salary and weak knowledge of Kyrgyzlanguage. 90 %
of all newspapers in Kyrgyzstan are in Kyrgyz language
but AUCA journalists’ written and verbal level of Kyrgyz
language is weak.”

“If AUCA Journalism student has not started
working as a journalist since 3rd year of university, he/
she, possibly, will not work as journalist immediately
after graduation,” says Abdumomun Mamaraimov.

Internship and work during university years help
students to clarify what they want to do in the future.
According to questionnaire among seniors results shows
that about 35% want to practice and work in different
spheres of mass media, 33% of respondent want to get
master degree in different fields apart from journalism
and mass communication. Only 25% of seniors want to

take MA in journalism.
