Economic Growth of Kyrgyzstan: Role of Sectors of Economy.

The economies of the republics of former Soviet Union have
undergone profound changes since their independency started from the
year 1991. This period of radical economic reforms is called the ‘transition
period’ and it is not finished yet.

Now after long and difficult years of transformation of the economic
systems of transition countries it is important to analyze tendencies and
particularities of their economic development. In this paper such an
attempt was done for the Kyrgyz Republic. Empirical analysis of the
economic growth of Kyrgyz Republic shows that as a whole the country’s
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2008 has not yet reached the level of GDP
of the year of 1990. So the economy of the country still could be considered
as an economy in crisis.

In this paper special attention was paid to investigate the impact of the
implementation of big investment projects on the economy of Kyrgyzstan.
Implementation of big investment projects have become one of the reason
of the structural changes in the economy of Kyrgyzstan. And their shares in
the country’s GDP are significant. For instance, big gold mining investments
project ‘Kumtor’ plays an important role in the country’s GDP. Although the
share of the ‘Kumtor’ project in the GDP decreased from 10% in 1999 to
4,5% in 2008, it is still significant.
