Anthropology State Exam Performance Regulations
Academic honesty during the exam

1. Students may not use or attempt to use unauthorized aid: teaching or other materials, textbooks, or “shpargalka”, which are considered as cheating (HONOR CODE,  2: a;b;c;d; p. 5 in Class Schedule Spring  2010, Bishkek).
2. The use of mobile phones and other technical devices is considered as cheating.
3. In case of cheating, a student’s test will be immediately taken away and the student will be removed from the class with the right to retake the exam only after a year.
Students behavior code

1. Students should be on time. Students who are late won’t be allowed to take an exam.

2. Students should leave their bags, mobile phones and personal belongings in the specified place before the exam.

3. Students cannot leave the room during the exam.

4. Students can raise their hand if they have a question regarding the test. One of the instructors will approach them.

5. Students cannot talk with others during the exam.

6. Students who finish writing their tests before time is up can submit their tests to one of the instructors and leave the room.

7. Students who cannot come to the exam because they are seriously sick (with a medical note from a doctor) are allowed to retake the exam later.

Structure and contents of the exam 

1. The test can be written in English.

2. The list of the exam questions will be sent to all students one month prior to the exam.

3. As soon as students receive their tests, they should write their ID on its front page.

4. The test consists of three questions. A student should select two questions.

Results of the exam and submission of appeals

1. The results of the tests will be ready on the appointed day, and will be posted in front of the Anthropology Department.

2. If a student does not agree with the grade, he/she can submit an appeal to the members of the exam commission on an appointed day.
