Right now this student, Vera Lihosherstova, is on her her to implementing her idea.

February 26, 2007 could be con-
sidered the comencement of the first
Association of PR’s in Kyrgyzstan-
APRK (MPAK)

Vera Lihosherstova, a senoir in
Jounalism, is the president of this as-
sociation. Last year she went to St.
Petersburg for a semester, through
a student exchange program HESP
mobility. Because of unquieted im-
pressions and tons of photos, Vera
brought back with her an interesting
idea, the creation of an association,
where as students, people can al-
ready gain some experience, knowl-
edge, and get in contact with those
who want to build their career in PR.

«In St. Pete, | was lucky enough
to go to the Baltic PR, a conference
where there where were participants
from all over Russia» Vera says,
«Among them, the winners in the
contest of the best PR project spoke.
After seeing a presentation, we came
up with the conclusions that the stu-
dents of our country could have just
as good a grasp on the theories and
techniques of PR, as these Russian
students. Then | thought to myself,

that we could also participate in these
competitions. We have proffessors
from America! Applying all our knowl-
edge and creativity, we are very capa-
ble of winning the contest and getting
the grand prize: $4000.»

According to Vera, the creation of
such an association, will, first of all,
help fledgling PR’s to figure out more
about their personal professions and,
secondly, will reveal the real purpose
of PR to the journalists and business-
men.

The Association of PR’s will give
interested  students  experience.
According to the plans of the orga-
nization, there will be cooperation
with other colleges, an exchange of
knowledge acquired from experience
and workshops, in-class activities,
working with and accepting the co-
dex in the professional field and from
ethical principles in areas dealing with
the public, and creating a database of
vacancies in PR and so on and so
forth.

In the near future, actually in April,
Vera and her colleagues are planning
on hosting a two-week conference,

cieved support fron the russian asso-
ciation, the PR office in the American
University and from the department of
Mass Media.

Such support is neccesary, for
both this student, who hasn't even
graduated, since she has a great
challenge in front of her, to improve
the developement of business as a
whole in Kyrgyzstan.

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International Student Festival in Trondheim, 2007

Forthe ninth time, the small Norwegian city of Trondeim host-
ed the International Student Festival. From February 16 through
26, more than 400 students from various continents participated
in the 10 day festival, whose theme was «globalization». Four stu-
dents from AUCA participated in the festival and represented the
university. The purpose of the festival was to host a place for rep-
resentatives from different countries to gather, be a place for discu-
sions and debates, and a place for exchange of ideas and making
new acquaintences and to broaden understanding among people.

«The International Student Festival is a big snowball». This is
the metaphore Martin Svarva, the president of the festival, used on
the opening ceremony, to describe the purpose of the festival.

«You and | are small lumps of snow, and what we are doing
here at the festival, is just like snowballs that start rolling downhill.
They get bigger and bigger and continue rolling until you can’t stop
themy. In his speech he emphasized, being perfect is not the main
goal, and so the ISF is the perfect solution.

«But its the best solution we have today» he concluded

The program consisted of 16 workshops, all linked to the festi-
val's theme in one way or another. Every participant worked in one
of these during the session. In the evening, the festival participants
were offered an in-depth cultural program through concerts, pre-
sentations and theatrical shows. There were also meetings and
lectures with prominent scientist and journalists.

This is not the first year that during the festival there was a cer-
emony presenting peace awards to dedicated students advocating
peace and human rights in various countries. This award is pre-
sented from the Norweigian students once every two years during
the festival and is an attempt to support student in their struggle,
sometimes when it is life-threatening. This year's nominee was
Charm Tong, a student from Burma. He recieved the award for
his active support of protection of the minority ethnic groups in
Burma, a country where there has been a militaristic regime for
many years now.

Its possible, that one of the most exciting and memorable events
was the «Experimental World Parliament» which for the first time
was encorporated into the festival. The purpose of this experi-
mental parliament was to organize a structure, by which citizens
of the world could solve problems, without infringing on cultural,
ethnic and religious differences. Is it possible to rule the world with
people from hundreds of different nationalities and ethnic groups
in a way that every voice is heard? The theme of the Experimental
World Parliament was the conflict going on in Sudan. The gen-
eral question presented to the participants of the this experimental
parliament was if external interference should be allowed into the
national conflicts. The conflict in Sudan continues to be a pressing
international problem and shows how the situation may continue
to be very difficult.

Participants of the experimental parliament formed regional
groups, in which they represented their countries. Through voting,
every region picked their representative. He would represent the

view point of the countries of that region in the proccess of com-
ing to a resolution about allowing international interference in the
Sudan conflict.

Another highlight of the event was the skiing experience. For
many of the participants this was their first attempt. Elen Hailu As-
fovessen, from Ethiopia for the first time in her life, tried skying.
When asked about it, she said: «It's great, but its very hard to bal-
ance» meanwhile skiing past her friends that were energetically
rooting her on.

During the ten days of the festival, the participants recieved a
great deal of impressions and made many new friends from many
different countries. When parting the last day, some cried others
were happy, knowing that at the festival was finished that this, ISF
2007, was going to be one the most memoriable events of their
life.

In the previous issue, as you remember, | tried to take a glance at
the AUCA internal newspaper as one of the instuments of internal
communication at the university. In this part | will try to focus your
attention on the radio, once again, as an instrument of internal com-
munication in such organizational structure as a university.

Talking about varsity life, radio should really take place in the com-
munication process, as it both can have entertaining and informative
functions.

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EWB 2007 conference in Abu Dhabi from AUCA students’

perspective

18 AUCA students of different majors
participated in the 4th biennial Education
Without Borders (EWB) international stu-
dent conference in Abu Dhabi, United Arab
Emirates.

The conference, held from the
25.02.2007 till the 27.02.2007 hosted over
1000 delegates from 110 countries for dis-
cussing global issues and mutual interests
relating to education, technology and me-
dia. The theme of the conference was “In-
novative Solutions to Global Challenges.”
The EWB 2007 conference was organized
by the UAE government and Higher Col-
leges of Technology.

Earlier, students represented our uni-
versity at EWB conferences in 2001, 2003
and 2005. But this year our student delega-
tion was the largest among other interna-
tional student delegations that represented
one university.

The EWB 2007 conference offered a
great educational program where we got
new experience by participating in discus-
sions, debates, attending speakers’ presen-
tations, sessions and informally conversing
with the guest speakers and leading profes-
sionals in different spheres.

The most notable speakers were Pro-
fessor Muhammad Yunus (2006 Nobel
Peace Prize Winner), Johannes Georg Bed-
norz (1987 Nobel Prize Winner for Physics),
Professor Nicholas Negroponte (non-profit
project “One Laptop Per Child" innovator),
Dr. Shashi Tharoor (United Nations Under-
Secretary-General for Communications and
Public Information), Placido Domingo (World
Renowned Award Winning Opera Singer),
Heinrich von Pierer (President and Chief
Executive Officer, Siemens), Chris Cramer
(Managing Director, CNN International),
Kevin Sullivan (Co-Bureau Chief, London,
Washington Post), Nahayan Mabarak Al
Nahayan (Minister of Higher Education and
Scientific Research Chancellor, Higher Col-
leges of Technology).

At the same time, besides the rich aca-
demic program, we really enjoyed the en-
tertaining parts of the program. Here is the
brief overview of 5 days we spent in UAE.

Day One

February 24th. It was, about 2:00 am
when we reached “Armed Forces Officers
Club”, a five-star hotel with a really nice
interior, in Abu Dhabi. The arranging and
registration process took a long time. Only
at 6:00 am, we got our room keys and right
away fell asleep. We missed the early bus-
ses that took participants for horse riding
and skyscraper climbing with Alain Robert
(called “Spiderman” by the press). So, at

12:00 pm, the organizers' team provided us
with the bus for the trip to down town Abu
Dhabi. We came back around 5:00 pm and
we had time to hang around before the din-
ner started. The dinner was organized out-
side on the territory of our hotel. During the
dinner we were sitting separately in differ-
ent groups. Organizers did that for cultural
diversity among all international students.
There were about 600 participants from dif-
ferent countries. When everybody was full,
the organizers offered dancing. There were
DJs that got really nice music. We decided
to light up with dancing and gather all the
people in a crowd. We gathered a huge
crowd, we saw the right moment to let ev-
erybody know about AUCA, which we were
represented. All AUCA students were in the
focus of attention. “AUCA!” That was what
we shouted out. EWB conference media
groups and Seneca News group (Sen-
eca College, Toronto, Canada) immediately
started to interview us.

That was a really effective tactic for pro-
motion of our university, as everyone knew
about us from the very first day. In addition,
we handed out AUCA informational packag-
es. We held everyones attention for 2 hours.
Then we had to go sleep, as the next day
was the first day of the conference.

Day Two

February 25th. We traveled by bus to
the Emirates Palace Hotel (a seven-star ho-
tel, one of the residences of the President of

UAE). All the conference sessions were held
at this place. The conference started with
the opening address of Nahayan Mabarak
Al Nahayan. Before lunch, we had heard the
speeches of Muhammad Yunus, Johannes
Georg Bednorz, Placido Domingo, Chris
Cramer and other addresses. After lunch
we had sessions. Every delegate could at-
tend any session he or she was interested
in. During the sessions guest speakers pre-
sented their works, shared their views and
opinions regarding the roles of education,
technology and media in the 21st century.
Also, every presentation ended with the
answering question section. So, anybody
could ask the questions regarding the dis-
cussed topics. A Royal lunch and coffee
breaks kept delegates all the time cheerful
for the sessions, debates and presenta-
tions. After the lunch at Emirates Palace,
we returned for more sessions. There were
debates and presentations of students’ pa-
pers. When the program for the first day
was finished we went back to the hotel to
change our clothes for official gala dinner at
Emirates Palace. Magicians, dancers, musi-
cians, a ropewalker and the laser show and
fireworks made the whole evening spec-
tacular. We came back late.

Day Three

February 26th. The second day of the
conference. We did not get enough sleep.
Sessions usually started at 9:00 am, so we
had to wake up early in the morning. That
day we had a short program, which con-
sisted of debates, student presentations
and guest speakers’ lectures. Right after
the lunch we came back to the hotel to
change our clothes for Arabian Desert Eve-

ning. Two hours of riding from the hotel. The
desert...we were impressed by the event's
organization. First, we got dressed in ara-
bic national costumes. Then we went for a
dune bashing. There were 20 land cruisers
on which we rode on dunes. When we came
back to the camp we had a chance to see
the Arabic traditional dancing and cooking,
concert preparation. Placido Domingo, only
two meters away from us, was warming up
for the concert. After the sunset the concert
started. Domingo conquered the desert for
the first time in his life. After the concert we
left for the hotel. Our driver was a road-hog,
so he demonstrated the night dune bash-
ing on the way back to the hotel. That was
crazy...

Day Four

February 27th. That was the last day
of the conference. That day we had the
regular sessions. Our team was focused
on media relations. We interacted with
such media groups as Seneca News, Gulf
News Newspaper and other media groups

from different universities. During the final
session, we watched the video clips about
the conference events prepared by Seneca
News. The session was closed by the final
speeches of Nahayan Mabarak Al Nahay-
an, the Cambridge Union Society, Placido
Domingo and others. After the closing cer-
emony we went back to the hotel. That day
students crowded the main halls of the ho-
tel. Some of them were leaving others were
just chilling out...

Day Five

February 28th. 6:00 am. We had to
leave that day. Right after breakfast we
were provided with the bus to the airport in
Dubai. We left at 7:00 am. We were full of

impressions about the conference, but tired.
When we reached the outskirts of Dubai we
got awakened because of the action on the
road. Right in front of our bus a crowd of

constructors left the construction area for
the road and just blocked the traffic. It was
interesting to see the other side of luxury.
But it was not funny, because we could miss
our flight. The workers organized a strike
right on the road. We started to talk to their
manager to find out the reasons for such
action. «The minimal wages of workers is
540 dirhams per month, which is about 147
USD. Yesterday our workers recieved 400
dirhams (about 109 USD) for the whole
month. It does not exceed even the mini-
mum. Workers do not want to go ahead with
the construction works. And here is the re-
sult,» said the manager. Police came soon.
But they could not do anything, as they
were young probationers. They called for
help. And we waited another 15 minutes
until some officers came. They immediately
dispersed the crowd and we started moving.
From the happy faces of the workers that
were waving hands and smiling it seemed
the requirements were satisfied. At that time
we were thinking only about the registration
at the airport. Finally we came to the airport.
If we had spent10 minutes more in the strike
we would have definitely missed our flight.
We got on our plane and said “Hasta Lu-
ego!” to UAE.
